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Title: Statistical Analysis of High Impact Papers about Foreign Literature Study from 2007 to
2011 in China

Abstract: Based on the China National Knowledge Infrastructure(CNKI) database, the high
impact papers in 6 journals about foreign literature study indexed in Chinese Social Science
Citation Index (CSSCI) database from 2007 to 2011 were statistically analyzed. The papers with
citations >5 and downloads >300 had been identified as high impact papers, and the papers with
citations >10 and downloads >500 had been identified as extremely high impact papers. There
are 262 high impact papers and 12 extremely high impact papers. In the 262 high impact papers,
81 papers were published in Foreign Literature Studies, 66 in Contemporary Foreign Literature,
and 46 in Foreign Literature. The institutions which published the most high-impact papers were
Nanjing University (18), Zhejiang University (15), and Central China Normal University (14),
respectively. Theme analysis shows that novels, poems, reviews, Nobel Prize works, Chinese
literature, black literature and women’s literature were the focus of foreign literature research in
the past five years.
